A beige sofa discreetly anchors the seating area, The
blue-upholstered armchair and the club chair are great accents o
the neutral palette. The bold fabric of the cluby chair, one of the few
miajor patterns in the room, adeds just the right amount of visual
punch. Curtis replaced the original vertical bookshelves with a
long shelving unit underneath the picture window. Besides provid-
ing space for books, it has a top surtace that is perfect for displaying
small pieces of sculpture. Fantastic brown leather Barcelona chairs
at one end of the room act as pieces of seulpture themselves,

On the Level Curtis’s collection of paintings is a totally mod-
ern mix. By keeping the artwork on a lirge scale and hanging the
pieces at roughly the same height all around the room, he macde
each piece look as important as the next—just like in a gallery.
Never crowd a great painting. Give it roomn to show off.

Curtis was able to get some of his small pieces ar great prices by
buying from voung and unknown artists. You can often purchase
wonderful pieces from local artists and even art school students.

Remember, almost every artist was a stuclent at one time,

could have seemed too large for the painting
underneath, but it works because the smaller
plece is hung low. seLow: The “plant” is actually a
sculpture made from a dragonwood tree branch
with leaves consisting of rolled and waxed paper.
